Hazardous Chemicals Register & Approvals
The Contractor, on the request of Western Power, will provide input to assist with the maintenance of hazardous chemicals registers for Western Power. The Contractor will also, on the request of Western Power, provide input to obtain any permits, licences and/or approvals associated to the bulk fuel storage facilities.
Maintaining Bulk Fuel Storage Facilities
In maintaining the bulk fuel tank storage facilities, the Contractor will:
· maintain bulk fuel tank storage facilities including ongoing servicing (NB: maintenance practices as recommended must aid diesel contamination control) in accordance with all relevant standards and any conditions required by the Department of Mines and Petroleum, Department of Water or any other government department.
· removal and disposal of any spilled liquids and/or contaminated soils arising from any malfunction or fault relating to the bulk fuel storage facility at any of the locations.
Contractor’s Quality Assurance Plan 

The Contractor must provide an ISO9001 or similarly accredited Quality Assurance Plan (“QA Plan”) to Western Power that will be used to ensure the Services are provided in accordance with the Agreement. 
This Plan must include specific controls on all parts of the Services to provide documentary evidence to Western Power that the Contractor will achieve, and has achieved, compliance with all statutory regulations. This includes Western Power’s policies and procedures as varied from time to time, as well as the performance requirements of the Services.
Technological Solutions, Communications and Reporting

The Contractor will also maintain a fuel management system to allow the following to be monitored/recorded:
· the use of fuel at the vehicle level using the Western Power’s current and future fuel cards.
· the use of fuel at the site level across all sites.
· a means of consolidating this information for monitoring purposes.
